Lord have mercy, Lord have mercy, Lord have mercy

hese three words Lord have mercy repeated over and over again through the

‘ divine services and prayer life of the Orthodox Church are probably my

favorite three words. | have heard them all my life and they are very, very

powerful words. | was a very young boy when my via yia died and | do not have many

memories of her. However, the one memory that instantly comes to my mind when

| think of my grandmother is the phrase Lord have mercy Kvpie eAenoov. It seemed
to be constantly on her lips.

One example of many from Scripture comes to us from the Gospel of Matthew
(9:27-35). As the blind men approach Jesus for healing the first thing they say is Lord
have mercy. Somehow they had heard about this man named Jesus who was not like
other men; He had the power and authority to heal and to perform miracles not like
the Pharisees. These blind men knew that according to the prophecy of Isaiah, the
messianic age is signified when the eyes of the blind shall be opened, and the ears of the
deaf shall be unstopped (Is. 35:5). They felt that day was upon them and they were
going to take advantage of it. Somehow they sensed their chance to receive their sight
was imminent and they were not going to miss their opportunity. The blind men knew
the first words out of their mouths had to be words of sincerity, words that spoke
loudly or their opportunity may pass them by, and, therefore, they offered those three
very beautiful and powerful words Lord have mercy as their opening statement of faith.
Jesus’ response was to ask Do you believe that | am able to do this? After the two blind
men answer Yes Lord Jesus reaches out His hand, touches their eyes and with a word
He heals them from their blindness.

What then does it mean to have mercy? Mercy is the outward manifestation or
expression of someone’s inner compassion. Mercy assumes (physical) need on the
part of him that receives it and, having the resources to meet the need on the part
of him who shows it. So, mercy assumes need and is expressed by those able to show
compassion upon others. God's ultimate expression of mercy was giving His only Son
so that whoever believes in him should not perish but have eternal life (John 3:16). The
blind men truly exhibited a need; they were blind and desired wholeheartedly to see
the world around them. Because of His Divine nature, Jesus had the resources to
honor their request and surely as God He had the inner compassion to do so. From
the same Gospel lesson the point is made clear, Jesus...had compassion upon
them...How did Jesus outwardly express His inner compassion? By healing every
disease and every infirmity. For He Himself took our infirmities and bore our sicknesses
Isaiah (53:4).

FEASIBILITY STUDY COMMITTEE UPDATE:

In the April monthly newsletter “The Shepherd” | informed
you that the St. Spyridon Parish Council & the St. Spyridon
Hellenic Foundation had formed a Feasibility Study
Committee. It was agreed that the committee would consist
of 7 community members and the parish priest. Each group
elected 3 members to represent their organization and both
agreed on the seventh member.

The committee drafted a Request for Qualification (RFQ)
to solicit consulting companies that are interested and quali-
fied to conduct the feasibility study. The RFQ was published in
the San Diego Daily Transcript. The committee received over
30 interested consulting firms. The committee reviewed all the
proposals and narrowed it down to 18. Out of those |8 the
committee again reviewed the proposals and narrowed it
down to a “short list” of 6 firms.

The 6 firms were notified that they were part of the “short
list”. They were invited to a walk-through tour of the site. The
committee interviewed the 6 firms.The interviews were held
at St. Spyridon. Each firm was allowed 30 minutes to present
their qualifications and to answer questions.

In the meantime, the committee drafted a Request for
Proposal (RFP) that was issued to the top 4 qualified consult-
ing companies to submit their proposal on the cost to com-
plete the feasibility study.

The committee has narrowed it down to two firms, The
London Group and the M W Steele Group. Both of these
firms are qualified to help us with our vision. The committee
will sit down with each group and go over their proposals.

Once a finalist is selected and a price is negotiated, each
organization will be asked to approve the funding for the fea-
sibility study. The Parish Council will hold a Special
General Assembly Meeting to present the proposal
to the community for their approval.

The feasibility study will be phased to help answer if it is fea-
sible to develop the block to accommodate the future needs
of our community.

My Friends, it was in a very real and practical way that
Jesus expressed His compassion. His inner feeling of
compassion moved Him to action. Jesus had compassion
and showed His mercy through His actions. He bore
every infirmity. An infirmity is a weakness and we all have
them, some more than others. An infirmity inhibits us to
produce (positive) results. As Orthodox Christians we
are instructed to bear each others burdens. From the
book of Romans St. Paul drives the point home: We who
are strong ought to bear the infirmities of the weak
not pleasing ourselves...for Christ did not please Himself
(I5:1-15).

In other words, we too are called to express our inner
compassion by showing outward mercy and we can show
mercy in many different ways. Mercy assumes a need, be
it emotional, physical, financial, or spiritual but it also
requires the resources to meet the need: We who are
strong...in other words those who have what it takes to
help ought to help, this is what it means to show/give
mercy.

| am truly grateful to my vyia yia for having (indirectly)
taught me these three beautiful words Lord have mercy.
They have been the words | have leaned on for as long
as | can remember; and God has truly shown me His
compassion in so many different ways on so many
different occasions. God is great and merciful and desires
to show us. He wants to heal our diseases and bear our
infirmities if only we truly believe He can do so.

My Brothers and Sisters in Christ, throughout the
Divine Liturgy we say these three words Lord have mercy
over and over again. They are offered as one part to our
prayer; as a response i.e. (Priest) For travelers, by land sea
and air, for the sick, the suffering, and for those held in
captivity, let us pray to the Lord (People) Lord have mercy.
We are asking Jesus to show us His compassion by
having mercy and He does, and we must try to do no
less, for by doing so Jesus reminds us blessed are the
merciful, for they shall receive mercy (Matthew 5:7).

Fresh fruits and juices such as orange, apple,
cranberry are very popular. Usually about 200 people
attend Fellowship/coffee hour.

* Please make sure you plate your food items on your
own platters and do not forget serving utensils if
needed. If you use anything from the kitchen, please
wash and return it.

* Set at least |2 tables with linen tablecloths from the
Philoptochos cabinet. Please find a member if you
do not know where this is or if the cabinet is locked.
At the end of the coffee hour, please collect the
tablecloths and out them in the laundry sack
provided so the linen service will come pick them up.
This service was put in place to take away the heavy
burden and inconvenience of you having to wash,
iron, fold and return all the tablecloths in time for the
following Sunday’s Fellowship. If you are able to
contribute additional money to offset the cost of the
linen service, which is $25.00 per week, it would be
greatly appreciated.

* Paper plates, cups, napkins, plastic utensils, cream and
sugar will be supplied by Philoptochos and can be
found in the Philoptochos cabinets.You may bring
your own if you have a certain theme, but it is not
necessary.
