My Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
The month of November is known as Stewardship Month in the Greek

Orthodox Archdiocese of America; and before | continue with regard to our
responsibilities toward stewardship giving, please allow me to preface by
saying that if a priest gives well over fifty two sermons a year and three or four of
those sermons are on stewardship giving you can easily conclude that just about five
percent of his sermons focus on stewardship giving. Thus, please do not walk away
from this article or from an upcoming Sunday’s Divine Liturgy saying ““that’s all that
priest talks about is money.” You can clearly see that this is just not the case.
Subsequently, | now offer the following written words to encourage each and every
one of you to give serious consideration to your 2010 stewardship pledge
commitment. When considering your pledge commitment, | respectfully ask you to
pause and say a prayer as you reflect upon your 2010 offering to your beloved parish.
Ask yourself, “will it be one of seriousness, which will require me to take the entire
New Year to fulfill?”” Or will your pledge offering be a mechanical check writing
experience! Will this year's stewardship pledge be a serious pledge commitment to
be fulfilled over the course of the entire 2010 calendar year! Or one that requires a
few fleeting moments as if it really does not matter? One goal of our parish, which
hopefully you support, is to totally fund our operating budget with stewardship
dollars instead of using monies designated for other purposes. If each and every one

expenses in our personal home budgets like how quickly we pay for the luxury of
(FPETER <1 19). cable and access to the Internet, the goal of totally funding our operating budget could
be accomplished.
B Let me be clear, stewardship giving, like attending the Divine Liturgy, is not an

option. It is our holy responsibility and freely given toward Christ and His Church here
on earth. Our duty toward stewardship should not be offered grudgingly or with
conditions but should be given freely and joyfully. From both the Old and New
Testaments and from the life of the Church throughout the ages we are reminded
that our stewardship giving should be from our first fruits and not from our leftovers.
Stewardship giving should not come from an attitude of “| will pay all my other bills
and from what ever | think | have left over, then | will take care of my Church.” As we
freely offer our fruit fruits with joy, we come to realize that we are truly fulfilling part
of our vocation and calling as Orthodox Christians.

« MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT OF THE PARISH COUNC]L

FEASIBILITY STUDY COMMITTEE UPDATE:

n the April monthly newsletter“The Shepherd”, | informed you

that the St. Spyridon Parish Council & the St. Spyridon Hellenic

Foundation had formed a Feasibility Study Committee. It was
agreed that the committee would consist of 7 community
members and the parish priest. Each group elected 3 members
to represent their organization and both agreed on the seventh
member.

The committee drafted a Request for Qualification (RFQ) to
solicit consulting companies that are interested and
qualified to conduct the feasibility study. The RFQ was
published in the San Diego Daily Transcript. The committee
received over 30 interested consulting firms. The committee
reviewed all the proposals and narrowed it down to 18. Out of
those 18 the committee again reviewed the proposals and
narrowed it down to a “short list” of 6 firms.

The 6 firms were notified that they were part of the “short
list”. They were invited to a walk-through tour of the site. The
committee interviewed the 6 firms. The interviews were held at
St. Spyridon. Each firm was allowed 30 minutes to present their
qualifications and to answer questions.

In the meantime, the committee drafted a Request for
Proposal (RFP) that was issued to the top 4 qualified
consulting companies to submit their proposal on the cost to
complete the feasibility study.

The committee narrowed it down to two firms, The London
Group and the MW Steele Group. The committee after review-
ing each of the group’s proposals picked The London Group for
the first phase of the feasibility study. The cost of the Feasibility
Study (Phase 1) is $164,000. A portion of this will be paid by the
St. Spyridon Hellenic Foundation.

Below are some of the items that this feasibility study will

address:

* Property Valuation

* Market & feasibility analyses

* Feasibility of closing the existing alley

» Utility relocation feasibility and probable cost. Both for the
wet utilities (sewer, water, storm drains and natural gas)
and dry utilities (telephone, electrical and cable).

* Historic Assessment for select buildings currently on the
block

* Opportunities & Constraints

* Access and circulation

* Parking

* Creation of village plazas and courts

* Pedestrian circulation

* Relationship to surrounding context

* Preparation of Conceptual site planning and building studies

* Estimate of cost

* Conclusions and recommendations

The Feasibility Committee will be hosting a joint meeting of the
Parish Council & Foundation members to present the proposal.
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The committee is also planning to have a couple of informative
“town hall” type meetings for the community parishioners. Please
check your weekly bulletin for these dates.

Once the Parish Council approves to bring this issue to
the General Assembly, a Special General Assembly meeting to
present the proposal to the community for approval will be
scheduled. All parishioners will be notified at least 10 days prior
to the Special General Assembly meeting. The committee is also
having a couple of attorneys review the proposal/contract.

This is the first step in seriously looking to re-develop the
parcels that our community has accumulated over the last 30
years. | encourage all the parishioners to make an effort to attend
at least one of the informative meetings to understand what
this feasibility study will accomplish. It will also give you an
opportunity to have any questions answered prior to being asked
at the Special General Assembly to vote for or against the
feasibility study.
