THE REQUIREMENTS ARE AS FOLLOWS:
1. Competed applications must be received before 

May 1, 2010.
2. Eligibility is limited to high school graduating seniors

and to full-time undergraduate 4-year college/
university students.

3. Scholarships will be granted only to qualified 
members of the Greek Orthodox faith residing in 
the County of San Diego.

4. Scholarships MUST be applied for tuition.
5. Scholarships will be paid directly to the college/

university on the student’s behalf.
6. The criteria for granting scholarships will be 

financial need. Other criteria will be prior academic
performance, scores of test, character, motivation,
potential, honors, and activities.
